Job Description:

1. Assesses patient’s vital signs like blood pressure, temperature, pulse or cardiac rate, respiration rate and ABC’s upon arrival at the Admitting Section. If airway is not present, it is a standard operating procedure to administer Oxygen at 2L per minute as initial action.

2. Lets patient sign in a consent form for hospitalization, consent slip for operations and special procedures for legal purposes.

3. Gathers comprehensive information regarding patient’s data and record everything on his chart.

4. Refers patient’s condition to the physician to be examined and decide for necessary procedures.

5. Carry out physician’s orders like prescription of medicines and special procedures such as IV insertions, giving stat doses of medicines and skin test before giving any antibiotics.

6. ECG tracing is being performed for further examination as needed by the patient.

7. Straight catheterization of patient having difficulty to void, to obtain specimen for laboratory tests.

8. Reports request slips for laboratory tests like CBC, BUN, Creatinine, Uric Acid Test, FBS, Na, K determination, Albumine-Glubulin Test etc. for collaborative work of examination.

9. Sending laboratory specimen like stool, urine, CSF and sputum.

10. Brings patient to X-ray room or Ultrasound per stretcher or wheelchair as needed for diagnostic purposes.

11. Accompany patient to ward or private room, depending on his case of admission.

12. Gives and receives endorsement about patient’s condition to nurse or reliever on duty.

13. Gives medications using different routes of administration such as per orem, per rectum, intramuscular, intradermal, subcutaneous, intravenous, topical application, nebulization, instillations of eye ointment or drops and ear drops.

14. Checking patency of IV fluids, hook a follow-up if consumed and regulates the drops per minutes as ordered by the physician.

15. Performing blood transfusions after following rules like blood typing, cross matching, and vital signs monitoring as needed depending on the patient’s case.

16. Go with the doctor’s rounds, referring the patient’s latest condition.

17. Comfort measures like tepid sponge bath, bed shampoo, bed bath, perineal flushing and changing of linens are part of the routine.

18. Performs NGT gavage or lavage following correct procedures and measures intake and output accurately then record to the patient’s chart.

19. Tracheostomy care every shift using proper aseptic techniques for patient with tracheal tube.

20. Pulmonary tapping is performed after each nebulization. Suctioning secretions with the use of sterile gloves, suction tube and suction machine.

21. Proper positioning and turning patient from side to side to prevent pressure sores.

22. Giving spiritual care for terminally ill patients through prayers and sharing the Word of God.

23. Performs post-mortem care.

24. Dressing of wounds aseptically following proper measures.

25. Complying pre-intra-post operative care with patient having surgical problems.

26. Gives nursing care to OB patients such as assessment through inspection of fetal heart tones, assisting in IE, amniotomy and assisting in delivery.

27. Nursing care to the newborn infant like apgar scoring, weighing, bathing of infant, cord care dressing, and body measurements.

28. Comprehensive recording of patient’s condition and all procedures performed during the shift for documentation and legal purposes.
